PAYMENT INFORMATION:  Must be made on MONDAY of the week your child attends.  Forms of

THINGS TO BRING:  Each day the students will need to be dressed for outdoor activities.  .

 *  Lunchbox/Small Cooler/Etc 

 *  Tennis Shoes (If students wears sandals or flip flops, please make sure he/she    

     packs a pair of tennis shoes for activity time.) 

 *  Water Bottle (Extremely Important).  Ice and water provided to refill bottles 

 *  Swimsuit, Beach Towel, and sandals/flip flops for swim days (Tuesday and Thursday) 

 *  Sunglasses or Hat and SUNSCREEN!! (spray kind)   
 

LUNCH:   We will be participating in the summer lunch program provided through the Davie County 

School System.  Students will be taken to Cooleemee Elementary School for a FREE lunch!  Any student 

who wishes to pack their own lunch may do so. If a student chooses to pack their lunch they will need to 

pack it in a cooler type lunch box.  No microwave or refrigeration provided.  Please pack accordingly.    

We will notify you on days we will NOT be going to Cooleemee.  
  

SNACKS:  A morning and afternoon snack will be provided each day.  There will always be water 

available to keep everyone hydrated and feeling great!  If you have an extra hungry camper, you may 

want to pack a few extra snacks to have throughout the day. 
 



FIELDTRIPS:  Most of our fieldtrips will NOT require any extra money.   However, if your child wishes 

to purchase  extra snacks, souvenirs or extra game tokens he/she will need to bring their own money.  

Camp Manna will still provide a morning and afternoon snack on those days.  We will arrive back to Camp 

Manna between 4:00 and 4:30 p.m.  See Calendar for Fieldtrip schedule.  Please know we make every 

effort to provide quality fieldtrip activities.  There may be times our fieldtrip schedule changes due to 

weather or scheduling issues.  Check with a counselor at the beginning of the week if you have any 

questions.  ** Parents will be notified if a fieldtrip cost extra money **

Mocksville Pick up/ Drop off location will be the Davie County Public Library.  Students will be 

picked up and dropped off at this location every day.  There is an additional $10/weekly fee for this 

service.  Please visit our website or call our office for more information.      
 

Camp Manna reserves the right to charge a $25.00 late pick up fee per incident for any student who is 

consistently picked up late.   
 

DRESS CODE:  All swimsuits should be one-piece and modest (tankini's are okay as long as they cover the 

mid-section).  All shorts should be mid-thigh length (no soffee type shorts or short-shorts)  No T-shirts with 

improper advertising or logos.  Camp Manna reserves the right to ask any individual to change his/her outfit, if 

it is considered immodest or inappropriate.  Please call our office if you have any questions or concerns about 

this.  This policy is not in place to punish anyone, however, it is our goal to eliminate distractions and keep our 

focus on Christ.   

STAFF:    We have both staff members and volunteers who work with Camp Manna.  We are 

committed to providing a Christian staff that desires to see your child fully enjoy the summer in a 

Christ centered atmosphere.  It is our intention that each student be shown the love of Christ through 

our planned activities and relationships with each other and with our counselors.   Our staff/volunteers  

have went through training and have expressed a desire to work in a Christian atmosphere 

Most of our staff are CPR certified and we have a certified lifeguard present during swimming times.

 ** STOP** Please take caution when dropping off kids.   Look for signs directing you 

towards parking if you wish to park.  Otherwise, you may pull up and drop kids off at the  

ARBOR STEPS!! 

 ** All Dropoff & Pickup MUST occur at the Arbor Area.  If your child is at the basketball court 

during pickup we will radio for them to come down.  PLEASE DO NOT drive around and pick them up 

yourself.  This is for your own child's safety!! 

 ** All campers should be picked up no later than 5:15 pm.  Our activities end at 4:15 in the 

afternoon.     

      

Mocksville Site   

 ** Our Van Drivers will be at the Davie County Public Library Parking Lot 7:45 - 8:00 am for 

arrival.  They will be leaving promptly at 8:00 to insure the kids are back at Camp Manna for our morning 

kickoff at 8:30   

 ** DO NOT leave your child unattended in the parking lot.  Your child must be with 

you when the van driver arrives.  This is for your child's safety!! 

 ** In the Afternoons our van drivers will be in the parking lot  between 5:15 - 5:30.  If your child 

is not picked up by 5:30 we will transport them back to camp manna for pick up.   

 ** Our van drivers are volunteers, they may not know all the answers to your questions.  If you 

have questions or concerns, please call Jessica on the camp line at 284.2267.   

 ** If your child is scheduled to ride the van and they get sick or do not plan to come, please call 

our camp line and leave a message.  This will help us cut down on waiting time...thank you! 

 ** Please send payment with your child on Monday Mornings.  Our van drivers will be glad to hold 

on to your money until they arrive at Camp Manna.  They will NOT be able to write a receipt.  Your child 

should come home with it in their bag.
